The TRLC was first privately developed in approximately 1953 by the Northern Cheyenne Pine
Co. (a Montana corporation wholly-owned by the St. Labre Indian School, a non-profit
organization founded in 1884), and was used as such until 2001, when the mill closed and is
currently a brownfields site. From 1969 to 1980, timber was the largest source of non-
government income to the Tribe, accounting for as much as 23 percent of the tribal budget. In
1994, well over half of the revenue generated from the Tribal activities came from timber
cutting. This all ceased when the St.Labre Indian School transferred ownership of the property
to the Tribe in 1998 for $1.00. The St. Labre Indian School g1ft deeded the facility to the Tribe to
hopefully relieve some of the poverty.

A portion of the facility has been burned and debri remains buried on site.

A Phase | Site Assessment and Phase Il Site Assessment have been conducted since the Tribes
Brownfields and Tribal Response Program became funded by the USEPA.

Not in operation or use of any kind; since the facility has been vandalized it is secured with locks on the
access gate. ,
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
