Thave come to
realize that we, as tribal
members and leaders have
spoken, written, recorded,
and developed many ideas
that have made its way to the
council floor throughout the
past, but very rarely, have
these ideas have received the
final stamp of approval by the
tribal membership or Tribal
Council for any positive im-
pact on our future. The dark
driving force behind many
great ideas that were not
considered is because we, as
tribal members, continue to
degrade our own existence
by negativity which bears
jealousy, anger, hatred, etc.
I had campaigned rigorously
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in the Fall 2009 with a driv-
ing passion, and love for our
tribal nation. I had felt that
it was an opportune time for
our tribal nation to grow
positively, but little did I
realize that we are our own
true enemy. Ibelieve that
our unique image of us, as
Northern Cheyenne, is rap-
idly evolving towards a life-
style without our native lan-
guage, without our culture
and heritage, and without
knowledge of knowing who
we are anymore. It is di-
rectly up to us as tribal
members to dictate our fu-.
ture, does this include coal, a
viable business plan, or a
strategic business venture
that allows us as a tribal na-
tion to emerge successful
without utilizing coal? Am I
for coal or against coal? I am
neither because the fight is
not with my personal opin-
ion nor yours, it lies with
our children’s, children’s
children. We have to keep
in mind that very little of our
children’s, children’s chil-
dren will barely speak Chey-
enne and will barely have any
knowledge of our culture
and heritage. The ever on-
going fight between our-
selves is heavily mainstream

and the generations before
us, and our generations pres-
ently has been engulfed in
the mouth of hate, jealousy,
anger, envy. Yes, we have
some of the most educated,
most decorated, and the
most gifted tribal members
but presently, if we place all
these beautiful gifts together
it does not conquer the nega-
tive impact of degradation
amongst ourselves. In clos-
ing, we can continue to state,
the success of our future that
lies with our children, but I
believe the time is now for
our success. A-ho!
